REMOVING/REPLACING MOTOR .

A. First remove the magnet retainer. from the rear of the chassis.
Then remove rear axle assembly and shield. See exposed view
for detail and position of parts.

B. Using a small screwdriver, place the head between the magnet

“and chassis as shown on Figure B. Note that the placement
of the screwdriver should be close to the motor brace mount.
Once placed move the screwdriver inward toward the magnet
and move up. The motor should now be raised a little. At this

- point push-up from underneath the chassis. You shouid now
be able to remove the motor. To reassemble just reverse process.

C. When detaching the motor from the brush housing, be careful
as to not damage. the brush (see Figure C.) )

NOTE: Magnets have a white marking on one side. White marking

RECTIFICATION TIMING ADJUSTMENT OF MOTOR (Fig. D)

timing adjustment function that aliows
you-to adjust the car for different rac-
ing.tracks.

curves. Adjust to the right to increase
the torque of the motor. This function
is used for racing tracks with a lot of
curves and few- straights.
